1.
Apologies for Absence
Apologies for absence had been received from Cllr Warwick.

2.
Declarations of Interest
Cllrs Goody, Kiernan and Mrs Mary Martin declared an interest as members of St Edmundsbury Borough Council.  Cllr Kiernan declared an interest as a Member of Suffolk County Council.

3.
Minutes of the Last Meeting
Cllr Goody proposed and Cllr Kiernan seconded that the minutes of the meeting held 14th October 2003 be accepted as a true record, all being in favour.

4.
Matters Arising

The Chair reported that since having been nominated as the Town Council’s representative on HAVO she had not received any invitations to HAVO Committee meetings.

5.
Correspondence

a) St Edmundsbury Borough Council – Review of Polling Places

The Committee agreed that in considering future polling places, St Edmundsbury Borough Council should aim to avoid the use of schools wherever possible, and to be advised that the use of caravans was to be avoided similarly.

Grants
Cllr Kiernan proposed and Cllr Mrs Mary Martin seconded, all being in favour that, with immediate effect, where appropriate prospective grant applicants/organisations provide evidence of their Child Protection Policy and that all their staff/volunteers in contact with 
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children/vulnerable adults have current CRB clearance, or for those groups starting-up they demonstrate evidence of working towards these policies.

Cllr Dane declared an interest but remained in the room during this item.  The Committee noted the contents of the report on the work of the Detached Youth Workers

Estate Policing Reassurance Audits
Cllr Marks reported on the most recent Estate Audit, and the Chair advised that one outcome of the Chalkstone Estate Audit was a review of play areas.  The Committee agreed Cllr Mrs Mary Martin would represent the Town Council at the Clements Estate Audit.

The Chair proposed and Cllr Kiernan seconded, all being in favour that Full Council be asked to consider an update on the Health Check, and confirmation of the town councils role in relation to projects being put forward to the Borough for consideration
