1.
Election of Committee Chair

Cllr Rudd proposed, and Cllr Goody seconded that Cllr Fanning be elected as Chair, all being in favour.

2.
Election of Committee Vice-Chair

Cllr Mrs Mary Martin proposed, and Cllr Rudd seconded that Cllr Kiernan be elected as Vice-Chair, all being in favour.

3.
Apologies for Absence

Apologies for absence had been received from Cllrs Warwick and Whelan.

4.
Declaration of Interest
Cllr Dane declared an interest as a resident of Withersfield Road.  Cllr Fanning declared an interest as a member of SPLASH, a group applying for a grant.  Cllrs Goody Kiernan and Mrs Mary Martin declared an interest as Members of St Edmundsbury Borough Council.

5.
Correspondence

a) St Edmundsbury Borough Council – Replacement of Street Lighting Columns, Withersfield Road

The Clerk reported that street lighting columns in Withersfield Road, by numbers 2-8, and Wratting Road were to be replaced.  As part of the renewal additional lighting would be provided to the pedestrian crossing outside the Corn Exchange.

b) St Edmundsbury Borough Council – Footway, Manor Road

The Clerk reported that St Edmundsbury Borough Council had submitted a “Safely to School” scheme bid to install the footway to Westfield County Primary School.
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c) St Edmundsbury Borough Council – Dropped Kerbs

The Clerk reported that St Edmundsbury Borough Council were installing dropped kerbs and had invited requests to be submitted via the Clerk.

d) Suffolk County Council – Funding of Further Library Opening Hours

The Clerk advised that not only was the Library to be open on Sundays, but also additional weekday hours.  In addition the Town Council could sponsor further opening at a cost of £2090 per annum for every additional hour.  The Committee agreed to wait and assess the effect of the extra opening times before making a decision to commit further funds to the scheme.  Cllr Fanning proposed that the Committee review the new opening times at a later date.  Cllr Kiernan seconded the proposal, all being in favour.

e) St Edmundsbury Borough Council – Drinking Water Quality

The Clerk advised that the results of Anglian Water’s survey of drinking water 2002 had confirmed that the drinking water quality in Haverhill was acceptable.

6.
Supporting the Policing Reassurance Project
Cllr Fanning proposed that the Town Council should support the Policing Reassurance Project, and that there should be an item on the next agenda on how the Town Council might best achieve this aim.  Cllr Mrs Mary Martin seconded the proposal, all being in favour.

Cllr Kiernan proposed, and Cllr Mrs Mary Martin seconded that in order for councillors to fully understand the benefits from the proposed £2million project for football and community facilities at Puddlebrook, this Committee invites a speaker from Haverhill Rovers to speak to the next Full Council meeting, all being in favour.
b. Cllr Dane spoke on the proposal from Cllrs Avallone, Dane, Daniel-Ward, Graham, Samples and Warwick that the Town Council pledges the equivalent of VAT towards the cost of the Stage 1 Market Research Feasibility Study for the Rail-Link between Cambridge-Haverhill-Sudbury to the maximum of £2,700.  Cllr Fanning proposed that the Town Council determine what the study will entail before committing funds to the study.  Cllr Rudd seconded the proposal, all being in favour.
