Town Centre Pedestrianisation
At the last meeting Members recommended that Officers investigate the costs of having gates made and installed in High Street and Queen Street (both ends), and the availability of external funding for such gates, and report back to the next meeting of this Committee.

Initial discussions have been held with suppliers of gates suitable for this use and width of roadway and, subject to approval of design it is likely that gates of a standard pattern (with minor amendments to incorporate the Haverhill Brand, can be provided at all three locations within the existing Masterplan Opportunity budget.  Sample drawings are attached.

Members are asked whether they would wish to explore further the design of gate; a design incorporating more artwork will be more costly but there may be external funding for such work.

Provision of Litter Bins and Dog Waste Bins As A Future Budget Item

At the recent Town Council “away-day” members expressed a willingness to establish a fund to provide, insure, maintain and eventually replace additional Litter Bins and Dog Waste Bins in the town.  Discussions with St Edmundsbury Borough Council, who currently provide Litter Bins and Dog Waste Bins, have indicated that the costs are:-

To supply litter bin

£150

To supply dog waste bin
£  60

Erection/Installation

£  50

Emptying charges are £2.25 per bin per empty - £117 per annum for a once-weekly emptying.

It is proposed that, in this first year, sufficient funds for six litter bins, emptied weekly, be provided.

Members are asked to confirm if, in the draft budgets for 2007/8 they would wish to see this new item, and whether they agree to fund six additional litter bins per annum.

Provision of Additional Floral Planters

The Town council currently funds thirteen floral planters in High Street and Queen Street.  Positioning of these planters has been established over the past six years so that they do not obstruct the passage of pedestrians (including the users of electric buggies) nor, in High Street, the placing of market stalls, and within the existing area (Queen Street and High Street to the Job Centre) it is not possible to accommodate additional planters.

However in the section of High Street from the Arts Centre to the Royal Exchange Public House the pavement on the north side is sufficiently wide to accommodate extra planters, and the market traders similarly do not use this section of High Street.  Additional planters in this area will also act as a barrier to pavement parking.

Discussions have also taken place regarding the provision of barrier-mounted floral boxes on the roadside barriers at Cangle Junction.  This would help provide a floral effect at the busiest traffic junction in town.

The cost of three additional planters (and watering) throughout the year is £1,500 per annum.

The cost of eight barrier-mounted floral boxes (summer only) is £700 including watering.

Members are asked to decide whether they would wish to see these items included in the Draft Budget.

Grant to 3CT

The Town Council was a founder member of 3CT, the integrated Community transport Scheme serving Haverhill and its environs, and in 2006/7 awarded a Grant of £2,500 to the scheme.

Whilst the Town Council could continue with this level of Grant funding, it would be beneficial to other aspects of the Council’s activities if it had regular access to a minibus (e.g. to provide a regular evening journey to the Arts Centre from outlying villages).

Members are asked to consider therefore whether the Grant to 3CT for 2007/2008 should incorporate a service element equivalent to one evening’s use per week (estimated at £3,500 per annum).
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
