1.
Apologies for Absence

Apologies for absence had been received from Cllr Robinson.

2.
Election of Chair

Cllr Morton proposed that Cllr Kiernan be elected as Chair of Committee.  Cllr Samples seconded the proposal.  There being no further nominations, and all being in favour, Cllr Kiernan was elected Chair of Community First Committee.

Election of Vice-Chair

Cllr Samples proposed that Cllr Morton be elected as Vice-Chair of Committee.  Cllr Kiernan seconded the proposal.  There being no further nominations, and all being in favour, Cllr Morton was elected Chair of Community First Committee.

Declarations of Interest

Christmas Lights
