Apologies for Absence

Apologies for absence had been received from Cllr Samples.

2.
Declaration of Interests

Cllrs Goody and Thomas declared an interest as Members of St Edmundsbury Borough Council.

3. Minutes of the Last Meeting

4. Town Centre Pedestrianisation

The Clerk was asked to investigate whether greater publicity could be given to the issue via the Haverhill-uk website and the local press.

Cllr Martin complained of overflowing black bins and asked for a weekly collection to take place in hot weather.  It was agreed that for those residents complaining of overflowing black bins a visit would be arranged by the Borough Council’s Officers to advise on recycling.
