1.
Apologies for Absence

Apologies for absence had been received from Cllr Cullum.

2.
Election of Chair

Cllr Morton was elected as Chair of Community First Committee.

3.
Election of Vice-Chair
Cllr MacManus was elected as Vice-Chair of Community First Committee.

4.
Declaration of Interests

Cllr Samples declared an interest in item 8(b).  Cllr Goody declared an interest as a Member of St edmundsbury Borough Councillor and Cllr Marks as a Member of Suffolk County Council.

5.
Minutes of the Last Meeting

The minutes of the last meeting were amended so that in item 6 “Chalkstone Sub-Station Project” the words “Cllr Fanning confirmed that, unlike other similar projects being pursued by the Anti-Social Behaviour Group, the group taking the Chalkstone Sub-Station Project forward was an independent group.” were replaced with “Cllr Fanning sought such approval because although she had been elected by Council to the Anti-Social Behaviour Group the Chalkstone Sub-Station Group was separate to this.”  The amendment was made and signed.

Cllr Fanning also asked that in item 8 the last paragraph be deleted, but did not gain support for this amendment.

The amended minutes were then signed as a true record.

Christmas Lights

The Town Clerk reported that quotations were being sought from three Christmas Lights Contractors.  The Committee agreed that selection of the preferred Contractor was to be made by the Chair and Vice-Chair of Committee, assisted by the Town Clerk and Arts & Leisure Manager.

Report from Anti-Social Behaviour Group and Crime Prevention Panel

The Town Clerk reported that the Crime Prevention Panel had agreed to fund 50% of the Glyders Project for 2005/6, and that the Anti-Social Behaviour Group had endorsed the Glyders Project application for the balance (£1850) of the funding to come from the Town Council’s Youth Fund.

Local Democracy Week – 17th-23rd October 2005

The Committee agreed to ascertain which Councillors were available to participate in Local Democracy Week in order that the Town Clerk could prepare a programme of participation.

Correspondence

a) Suffolk County Council – Extinguishment of Footpath 17 and Dedication of New Footpath

The Committee had no objection to the diversion of the footpath.

b) Suffolk County Council – Traffic Survey Results – Chivers Road/Bergamot Road

The receipt of the traffic survey was noted.

c) BT – Re-Align Phoneboxes to meet Customer Demand

The Committee agreed to circulate details of the phoneboxes to be removed to Councillors in order that they could ascertain if there were any issues that would arise as a result of closure, and to forward these issues to the Town Clerk in order for him to respond to BT.
