a) the application does not recognise the importance of creating a positive link between the existing retail area and the new store

b) there is no easy pedestrian link between the town and the store, and no access for the disabled coming from the town

c) there is no traffic impact survey to indicate the impact on traffic and pedestrian flows

d) the plan seems to indicate that there is to be no right turn into Lower Downs Slade from Withersfield Road preventing easy access to a main town centre car park

e) the slope into the service yard, together with the high retaining walls will generate excessive lorry noise

f) the treatment of the southern flank of the building is not visually acceptable, nor in keeping with the surrounding properties

The Town Council would support an application which brought the store entrance closer to The Pightle and which rerouted east-west traffic around the back of the store to rejoin Ehringshausen Way nearer to the Leisure Centre.  This would fit neatly with the Borough Council’s published Masterplan.
