Election of Chair

In the absence of the Chair, Cllr Mrs Mary Martin was elected to chair the meeting.

Apologies for Absence

Apologies for absence had been received from Cllr Marks and L. Robinson.

The minutes of the meeting held 1st March 2005 were agreed as a true record.

Matters Arising
Cllr Trebble asked for an update on the Tesco planning application.  The Town Clerk advised that the Town Mayor and himself had met with the County Council Highways Engineers responsible for evaluating the traffic impact of the application and had managed to make a number of points which the County Officers had agreed to raise with Tesco’s.  The County Officers at that time were awaiting further information from Tesco before making a recommendation and it was understood that this was still the case.  Since then however the Government had issued further planning guidance regarding “edge of town” supermarkets and judged against this guidance the current application would appear not to meet the criteria.

Comments made by the Chairman and Clerk under Delegated Powers are shown on List A attached to the Minutes.  Cllr Trebble asked about the application to site a 3G mast by Hazel Stub roundabout and the Town Clerk advised that the applicants had a statutory duty to provide coverage to 80% of the country by 2007, the range from each mast for this type of technology was much reduced over previous technologies, and that the topography of the area restricted potential sites.  Prior to the formal submission of the application the Committee had been consulted on site options and concluded that, given the inevitability of the mast being erected, Hazel Stub roundabout presented the least impact on residents.
