	Object.  The Town Council would like to have an ecological survey conducted by the Suffolk Wildlife Trust rather than a developer-financed survey.  The applicant has already by his actions taken illegal measures to reduce the incidence of wildlife on the site.  The number of residential units proposed is such that, given the rising nature of the site, some inevitably will overlook and overpower existing residential dwellings in Dovehouse Road.  The ground water run-off for this site is likely to exceed the capacity of the existing surface water drainage systems and a report should be commissioned from Anglian Water as to the effect on the system’s capacity in this area.  Given the recently-granted application for a retail supermarket off Wratting Road and the increased traffic flows that are predicted the applicant needs to demonstrate, using those projected increased flows along Wratting Road, that the impact of this application at the Wratting Road/Dovehouse Road will not be significant.
