Matters Arising
Cllr Morton expressed concern that St Edmundsbury Borough Council had approved the application No. SE/05/02421 for erection of 53 bedroom care home with special needs unit, day nursery, Class A1 (shop) unit, 2 no. class A5 (hot food/takeaway) unit, provision of open space, landscaping, vehicular access, service roads and car parking (Site A) and (ii) Outline Planning Application – Residential Development and access (Site B) at (i) Land to the North of Apple Acre Road bounded by Haycocks Road and Brybank Road (Site A) and (ii) Land to South of Apple Acre Road bounded by Haycocks Road and North of Spartan Close (Site B), Hanchett End.  It was reported that the hot food/takeaway element had been removed from the site.  Cllr Mrs Mary Martin indicated that the Town Council’s objections might have carried more weight had they been supported by representations from either of the Borough Ward Councillors, neither of whom had offered any comments on the application.
