· the plan involves an existing segregated public footpath crossing a busy car park

· there is no report covering potential environmental issues for those living in and using Lordscroft Lane/The Pightle (in particular emissions from vehicle exhausts)

· the percentage of non-food sales is too high

· no provision is made for CCTV

· the Town Council urges the Borough Council to consider whether the release of further land in its ownership might facilitate an enhanced scheme which will enable the issues of vehicular access and pedestrian access to be resolved

· the Town Council urges Tesco and the Borough Council to work up a scheme which draws traffic away from The Pightle/Lordscroft Lane by routing traffic around the northern boundary of the site
